A Part of the NSW Government response to NRC review

A Current rules allow A and B class licences to request access to low
flows and cease to flow when flows are imminent

A NRC found current rules unlikely to meet requirement for Ministerial
approval:

A granting access is likely to cause unacceptable downstream or
local impacts on the environment or on other users
